MR. SEITER:  We have one case 

6  tonight.  In place of Mellow Bradley, I'll take 


7  the roll call.  Jasper Cemino? 


8


MR. CEMINO:  Here. 


9


MR. SEITER:  And Sam Dickerson? 

10


MR. DICKERSON:  Here. 

11


MR. SEITER:  Robert Seiter, I'm 

12  here.  And the case tonight is requesting a 13  conditional use for an addition to the Mount 14  Nebo --

15


PASTOR DUNSON:  Greater Mount Nebo, 

16  yes. 

17


MR. SEITER:  -- Greater Mount Nebo 

18  Baptist Church on Colgate. 

19


Are you the applicant?

20


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes, sir.

21


MR. SEITER:  And would you state 

22  your name for the record. 

23


PASTOR DUNSON:  I'm Walter J. 

24  Dunson, pastor of the Greater Mount Nebo Baptist 25  Church, 172 Colgate Avenue.
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1


MR. SEITER:  And can you tell us 


2  about this application in your own words?


3


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes.  It is a museum 

4  and a social assembly, and the museum, of course, 5  we will showcase local entrepreneurs and civil 

6  rights activists and politicians, artists, and et 

7  cetera, and it will be open on Saturdays for 


8  people to come through and tour it. 


9


MR. SEITER:  Anything else? 

10


PASTOR DUNSON:  No, that's it, sir. 

11


MR. SEITER:  What days do you hold 

12  your services? 

13


PASTOR DUNSON:  Our services are on 

14  Sundays. 

15


MR. SEITER:  On Sundays? 

16


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yeah.  Saturdays, we 

17  don't have services. 

18


MR. SEITER:  Because that was one of 

19  the questions.  Under the guidelines of the 

20  book --

21


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes. 

22


MR. SEITER:  -- you are required one 

23  parking space --

24


PASTOR DUNSON:  Right.

25


MR. SEITER:  -- for every fifty 
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1  square feet. 


2


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yeah.  See, we will 


3  not have services on Saturday.


4


MR. SEITER:  In that new building?


5


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yeah.  We will not 

6  have service on Saturday.  It just simply will 7  be -- it will be open every Saturday, 


8  approximately three hours each time. 


9


MR. SEITER:  Any other questions? 

10


MR. DICKERSON:  Just one.  You 

11  stated that the address was 172 Colgate? 

12


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes, sir.

13


MR. DICKERSON:  And the application 

14  has 150 Colgate. 

15


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, I beg your 

16  pardon.  Thank you for that.  I was giving you 17  the church address, but where the building, the 18  proposed museum is, is
150.  I beg your pardon.  

19  That's an error on my part. 

20


MR. DICKERSON:  I see. 

21


MR. CEMINO:  That hallway that 

22  connects the two buildings, how wide is that?  23  Can a wheelchair get through there? 

24


PASTOR DUNSON:  I have the blueprint 

25  out in my car.  Would you like to look at it? 
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1


MR. CEMINO:  We don't have it here, 


2  do we? 


3


MR. SEITER:  Just these scale 


4  drawings. 


5


MR. CEMINO:  It just says seven 

6  foot.  I think that's probably the length of it.  


7  I assume it's wheelchair --


8


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, it's ample 


9  enough space for a wheelchair. 

10


MR. SEITER:  It looks like seven 

11  foot wide.  Yes.  Because see here, they're 

12  showing nine -- fourteen feet from here to here 13  (indicating). 

14


MR. CEMINO:  Oh, yeah.  I missed 

15  that.  Okay.  Yeah.  Seven foot wide. 

16


PASTOR DUNSON:  Okay.  Thank you. 

17


MR. SEITER:  I drove by there, and 

18  there's apparently an existing building there? 

19


PASTOR DUNSON:  Our church edifice.  

20  Oh, yeah.  A house, yes, that's right.  It will 21  be torn down so the proposed museum can be built 22  where you see that house. 

23


MR. SEITER:  Okay.  Any other 

24  questions? 

25


MR. CEMINO:  I don't have any. 
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1


MR. DICKERSON:  Show me where you 


2  see seven feet real quick. 


3


MR. CEMINO:  (Indicating.)


4


MR. DICKERSON:  Oh.  Okay.  I was 

5  looking at this one that looks like five.  Okay. 6


MR. SEITER:  How long has the church 


7  been there? 


8


PASTOR DUNSON:  I was just telling 

9  them, I've been pastoring ever since I was a 

10  teenager. 

11


MR. SEITER:  Is that right? 

12


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes.  And I've been 

13  pastor altogether about forty-five years. 

14


MR. SEITER:  And is the youth 

15  center, is that what's on the south side?  Is 16  that what this building is, a youth center, 

17  activity center?  Did I read that right when I 18  came by? 

19


PASTOR DUNSON:  Please? 

20


MR. SEITER:  The other building 

21  that's attached to the church, it looks like 22  there was a building that was added to it.  I 

23  thought it said youth center on it.  No?  On the 24  right. 

25


It's on your drawing here.  There's 
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1  a little wing.  You are showing the existing 

2  building and then there's a little wing on that 3  end of the building (indicating) as you face the 4  church. 


5


What's that?  Was that added while 


6  you have been pastor? 


7


PASTOR DUNSON:  It was -- I'm trying 


8  to -- let me see if I'm following you now.  


9  Reiterate your question. 

10


MR. SEITER:  Let me show you this 

11  drawing.  Here.  Would you -- could you look at 12  this (providing)? 

13


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, okay. 

14


MR. SEITER:  Here's Colgate right 

15  here (indicating), and here's your existing 

16  church (indicating), and the part with the sign 17  is right here (indicating). 

18


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, yes. 

19


MR. SEITER:  What's this?  Didn't 

20  that say youth center on it or something, that 21  little wing? 

22


PASTOR DUNSON:  Okay.  Yeah. 

23


MR. SEITER:  Is that what that is? 

24


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes. 

25


MR. DICKERSON:  Will there be an 
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1  admission fee for this? 


2


PASTOR DUNSON:  No, sir. 


3


MR. DICKERSON:  Okay. 


4


PASTOR DUNSON:  We feel this will be 

5  an asset to our community, you know, to showcase, 6  you know, what people have done and successful 

7  local entrepreneurs and civil rights activists 


8  and politicians, artists and et cetera. 


9


MR. SEITER:  Any other questions or 

10  additions? 

11


MR. CEMINO:  I don't have any. 

12


MR. DICKERSON:  No. 

13


MR. SEITER:  Can I get a motion? 

14


MR. CEMINO:  Well, I'll make a 

15  motion we grant the permit provided -- do you 16  need the -- oh, no, we don't need the -- five 17  foot -- that's good enough on account of it 18  being --

19


MR. SEITER:  Yes. 

20


MR. CEMINO:  Okay.  I make a motion 

21  to grant the permit. 

22


MR. DICKERSON:  I second. 

23


MR. SEITER:  It's been moved and 

24  seconded.  Mr. Cemino? 

25


MR. CEMINO:  Yes.

MR. SEITER:  Mr. Dickerson? 


2


MR. DICKERSON:  Yes. 


3


MR. SEITER:  Mr. Seiter, yes.  I 

4  move that we add a couple contingencies; one, 

5  that you would be open only on Saturday --


6


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, yeah, 

7  definitely.  That's the only time it will be. 


8


MR. SEITER:  -- as a way of 


9  complying with the parking regulations. 

10


PASTOR DUNSON:  That's the only time 

11  it will be open, on Saturday, because that's the 12  plan.  And people are working during the week, 

13  and Saturday, we know, will be the most -- best 14  time to have the most people to come and, you 15  know, see it, to go through it. 

16


MR. SEITER:  Okay. 

17


PASTOR DUNSON:  And I reiterate, we 

18  have no services on Saturdays. 

19


MR. SEITER:  Well, I move, then, 

20  that it's contingent upon it being open only on 21  Saturday and that you comply with the township 22  regulations for --

23


PASTOR DUNSON:  Saturday only. 

24


MR. SEITER:  -- parking, lighting, 

25  drainage, and signage, and they're all dealt with 
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1  in the book, that any exterior lighting can't 

2  affect your neighbors, and the parking, you will 

3  probably be covered because you can use your 

4  existing parking if you are there on Saturday. 


5


PASTOR DUNSON:  Okay.  Right, yeah. 


6


MR. SEITER:  And that there are 

7  maximums and minimums on signage or maximums as 


8  far as height and the style of the signs, 


9  anything that you would put up. 

10


PASTOR DUNSON:  Now, let me ask you 

11  this:  If you notice, most of our signs are 

12  attached to the building, and this is what we're 13  proposing to do for this.  We spoke with -- we're 14  proposing to have a sign attached to the 

15  building. 

16


MR. SEITER:  Well, you will have to 

17  comply with the regulations in this book 

18  (indicating), and I'm not sure what they are.  I 19  know they're in here, as far as the maximum size 20  of the sign. 

21


PASTOR DUNSON:  Oh, okay.  Okay. 

22


MR. SEITER:  And with the drainage 

23  requirements in the book. 

24


PASTOR DUNSON:  Now, the drainage 

25  requirement, can you please detail that a little 
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1  better?  What --


2


MR. SEITER:  As far as your land, 

3  your yard, and if you were going to have -- if 


4  you were going to add parking. 


5


PASTOR DUNSON:  Okay.  I see what 


6  you mean now.  Thank you.  Okay. 


7


MR. SEITER:  But most of that would 

8  be covered -- the drainage typically is covered 9  under your building permit. 

10


PASTOR DUNSON:  Right, yes. 

11


MR. SEITER:  But we like to mention 

12  it to make you aware that you have got to 

13  consider it. 

14


PASTOR DUNSON:  Okay.  Thank you. 

15


MR. SEITER:  Okay. 

16


PASTOR DUNSON:  We will comply one 

17  hundred percent, and if we deviate, it will be a 18  mistake on our part, something we wouldn't do 

19  intentionally. 

20


MR. SEITER:  Can I get a second on 

21  that motion? 

22


MR. DICKERSON:  Second. 

23


MR. CEMINO:  I'll second. 

24


MR. DICKERSON:  Go ahead. 

25


MR. CEMINO:  I'll second. 
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1


MR. SEITER:  It's been moved and 

2  seconded, then, to add the contingencies that 


3  were mentioned.  Mr. Cemino? 


4


MR. CEMINO:  Yes. 


5


MR. SEITER:  Mr. Dickerson? 


6


MR. DICKERSON:  Yes. 


7


MR. SEITER:  Mr. Seiter, yes.  Okay. 


8


PASTOR DUNSON:  Now, may I ask a 


9  question, sir, to you all? 

10


MR. SEITER:  Yes. 

11


PASTOR DUNSON:  Now, the permit for 

12  downtown Dayton, he will get the blueprints and 13  examine it, and if it isn't A-okay in a certain 14  area, which is what you alluded to, they will 

15  insist that it be done that way before they 16  approve the plan for the building permit? 

17


MR. SEITER:  Yes, architecturally 

18  and things.  The main thing that we're concerned 19  with is they may not know about your sign 

20  requirements, those are in here, and they may not 21  know about the lighting. 

22


The main purpose of the lighting is 

23  that -- that's R-4 -- is that any lighting that 24  you would put up doesn't directly affect your 

25  neighbors, the residences. 
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1


PASTOR DUNSON:  Yes, I understand.  


2  Thank you.  Did you notice our parking lot 

3  lights?  Did you go there during the night and 


4  day? 


5


MR. SEITER:  Yeah.  Yeah.  That's 

6  what the new regulations require is that you are 7  not shining light directly on a residential area. 8


PASTOR DUNSON:  I can understand 


9  that.  It can interfere with your sleep and 

10  relaxation, yes. 

11


MR. SEITER:  Okay. 

12


PASTOR DUNSON:  And I reiterate, we 

13  will comply to the best of our ability. 

14


MR. SEITER:  All right.  It's been 

15  approved, then, and you can get your zoning 

16  certificate from Mrs. Fortson. 

17


PASTOR DUNSON:  Gentlemen, thanks 

18  again so very much.  You don't know how much we 19  appreciate this. 

20


MR. SEITER:  Can I get a motion to 

21  adjourn? 

22


PASTOR DUNSON:  I would hope you 

23  come and tour through it whenever we finish. 

24


MR. CEMINO:  I make a motion. 

25


MR. DICKERSON:  I second it.
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1
