MR. BRADLEY:  A resolution for 

25  consideration. 
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1

MS. JONES:  A resolution for 

2  consideration, Resolution 03-33, Mr. Bradley? 


3

MR. BRADLEY:  Yes, this authorizes 


4  an agreement with Montgomery County to provide 

5  emergency preparedness, homeland security, and 


6  emergency management services for Jefferson 

7  Township.  The county, being the large entity, is 8  sending out these agreements to all jurisdictions 9  within the county to participate in, as we know 

10  it, the homeland security program and each 

11  participating entity will share the same 

12  benefits --

13

MS. JONES:  Excuse me.  It is hard 

14  for the stenographer to take the minutes when 15  there's lots of talking.  I am asking to bring 16  order back to the meeting, please. 

17

MR. BRADLEY:  It is the township's 

18  authorization to participate in the homeland 

19  security program offered by Montgomery County. 20

MR. RAMSEY:  I make a motion that 

21  Resolution 03-33 be accepted.

22

MR. SIMS:  I second.

23

MR. ELIJAH:  The resolution has been 

24  properly moved and seconded.  Any questions on 

25  the motion?  I would like to call the vote.  Ms. 
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1  Jones?

MS. JONES:  Yes.


3

MR. ELIJAH:  Mr. Ramsey? 


4

MR. RAMSEY:  Yes.


5

MR. ELIJAH:  Mr. Sims?

MR. SIMS:  Yes. 


7

MR. ELIJAH:  Please let the record 


8  reflect the passage of Resolution 03-33 

9  authorizing an agreement with Montgomery County 

10  to provide emergency preparedness, homeland 

11  security, and emergency management services for 12  Jefferson Township. 

13

MS. JONES:  Trustee's report, Mr. 

14  Sims.

15

MR. SIMS:  Well, I don't have that 

16  much today.  I have been pretty ill.  I don't 

17  have --

18

MS. JONES:  Mr. Ramsey?

19

MR. RAMSEY:  Yes.  I have a letter 

20  here to Mr. Taylor.  Attached is a copy of the 21  letter sent to Mr. Robert Stealey in response to 22  your recommendation for the renaming of the 

23  County Park Playground to that of Judge Arthur O. 24  Fisher per telephone conversation with our 

25  secretary.  This was sent out by Jack Arnold in 
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1  1985, and today -- Mr. Stealey, at the regular 

2  meeting of the board of trustees held June 4, 

3  1985, it was brought to the attention of the 

4  trustees by a concerned citizen that it would be 5  most appropriate to rename the County Park 

6  Playground to a person that has given great 

7  service to Jefferson Township as well as the 

8  Dayton community.  That person is Judge Arthur O.  9  Fisher.  The board of trustees agree with the 

10  recommendation wholeheartedly and hope a 

11  favorable decision toward this end can be 

12  reached.  Signed Robert Blackburn.

13

We have in this letter concerned 

14  citizen.  Robert -- he wants that changed to his 15  name.  Don't say concerned citizen.  Here is the 16  letter. 

17

MR. BRADLEY:  You say this happened 

18  in '85?

19

MR. RAMSEY:  Uh-huh.  I make a 

20  motion that we change concerned citizen to the 

21  name of William Stealey. 

22

MR. SIMS:  William who?  What did he 

23  say?  Is it Taylor or Stealey?

24

MR. RAMSEY:  Bill Taylor.

25

MR. SIMS:  William Taylor.
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1

MR. RAMSEY:  Change his name -- 

2  change from concerned citizen to Bill Taylor or 


3  William Taylor on the second page. 


4

MR. BRADLEY:  Okay.  Where it says 


5  concerned citizen, that is all he wants.


6

MS. JONES:  For those who -- what 

7  happened was, he was instrumental in authorizing 

8  or working towards getting the park changed to 

9  Arthur Fisher Park and he received a letter back 

10  from -- a response from the board back in 1985.

11

MR. RAMSEY:  Yes, 1985.

12

MS. JONES:  In 1985, the letter was 

13  sent back to him acknowledging what he had done 14  but it was -- it identified him just as a 

15  concerned citizen.  He brought it today and said 16  he would like for his name to be acknowledged in 17  the letter that came back to him from the board 18  supporting the name change of Arthur Fisher Park. 19

So the board now is placing a motion 

20  on the table to give him the credit he deserves 21  for what he had done back in 1985, identifying 

22  his name in the letter.  So, if the board votes 23  yes, then we will do another letter recognizing 24  him for that. 

25

MR. SIMS:  I would like -- Madam 
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1  Chairman, I would like to say I was on the board 2  in 1985 and Mr. Taylor was one that was pursuing 3  the park, getting it changed to Arthur Fisher's 4  name.  He worked very hard on that, but I didn't 5  know nothing about the other particulars, you 

6  know.  He really deserves that because he went to 

7  the county and different other people to try to 


8  get the park in his name. 


9

MS. JONES:  Did you already have a 

10  motion on the table?

11

MR. RAMSEY:  Uh-huh.

12

MR. BRADLEY:  Are we to rewrite a 

13  letter --

14

MS. JONES:  Acknowledging --

15

MR. RAMSEY:  Acknowledging him for 

16  doing that, that's all.  Change concerned citizen 17  to William Taylor. 

18

MS. JONES:  He should get that.  

19  That's right.  There has been a motion made on 20  the table. 

21

MR. SIMS:  I make a motion. 

22

MS. JONES:  He made the motion.

23

MR. RAMSEY:  I made it.  He can 

24  second it.

25

MR. SIMS:  I second it. 
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1

MR. ELIJAH:  The motion has been 

2  properly made by Mr. Ramsey and seconded by Brice 


3  Sims.  I would like to call the vote on the 


4  motion.  Ms. Jones?


5

MS. JONES:  Yes. 


6

MR. ELIJAH:  Mr. Sims?


7

MR. SIMS:  Yes.


8

MR. ELIJAH:  Mr. Ramsey?


9

MR. RAMSEY:  Yes. 

10

MR. ELIJAH:  Please let the record 

11  reflect the passage of this motion.

12

MS. JONES:  Risk management, Mr. 

13  Bradley.

14

MR. BRADLEY:  Replaced a stop sign 

15  at the corner on Caylor and Soldiers Home Road, 16  West Carrollton on September 9th.  That concludes 17  the activity for September.  

18

MS. JONES:  Approval of the 

19  financial report. 

20

MR. SIMS:  I make a motion to 

21  approve it. 

22

MS. JONES:  I second the motion. 

23

MR. ELIJAH:  A motion has been 

24  properly made and seconded to approve the 

25  financial report.  I would like to call for the 
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1  vote.  Mr. Sims?


2

MR. SIMS:  Yes.


3

MR. ELIJAH:  Mr. Ramsey? 


4

MR. RAMSEY:  Yes.


5

MR. ELIJAH:  Ms. Jones? 


6

MS. JONES:  Yes.


7

MR. ELIJAH:  Please let the record 

8  reflect the passage of the financial report for 9  the month of September. 

10

MS. JONES:  Citizen comments, have 

11  you received any?

12

MR. BRADLEY:  I've received three.  

13  First, I have Mary Ann Scott, 7624 McLin Drive, 14  provision for emergency preparedness, homeland 15  security, and emergency management plan.

16

MS. JONES:  I am asking if we can 

17  truly try to limit these to three minutes because 18  we do want to get to the public hearing at the 

19  high school.

20

MS. SCOTT:  You already addressed 

21  it.  It has already been addressed, what I asked 22  you about.

23

MR. BRADLEY:  Next, I have Ms. 

24  Barbara Jouett, 5034 Derby Road.  Barbara Jouett? 25

MS. JOUETT:  Here I am.  I wanted to 
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1  talk about Blairwood Park that opened up last 

2  summer.  At the end of the summer, there was only 3  one swing working.  The rest were wrapped around 4  the pole.  The basketball things did not have 

5  strings.  This summer, all the swings are wrapped 6  around the pole.  There are two basketball things 7  that have the nets. 


8

I take my grandchildren there, kids 

9  in the neighborhood and great nieces and nephews.  

10  They have not been able to swing, and the grass 

11  is not cut like it should be.  So, that's the end 12  of that one. 

13

On the other one, I had been 

14  complaining to you guys about cars and things 

15  next-door, how my neighbors had been doing, like 16  cutting grass, moving their cars, putting them on 17  the street so I can't edge up my walkway. 

18

Well, the last time it was there was 

19  the 13th of August.  I couldn't edge it because 20  his car was sitting there.  It was close to the 21  sidewalk, was not able to cut too close when the 22  car is there.  So I asked them if they would move 23  it.  Whoever, the sister-in-law, had the key, she 24  had gone out of town. 

25

I called the sheriff.  The sheriff 





12


1  came over, talked to them.  They said it's not 

2  our car.  It was the sister-in-law's car.  They 


3  couldn't move it. 


4

So, the sheriff told me that I could 


5  probably finish my lawn up the next day.  Well, 

6  I'm not like that.  When I am doing my lawn, I 


7  want to do my lawn. 


8

So, that evening when the man came 


9  home next-door, him and his sister who had the 

10  car parked out there, they started calling me all 11  kinds of cantankerous names.  This car had been 12  towed away.  Anyway, from that resulted -- he 

13  called the sheriff, told the sheriff I had been 14  messing with his family and I had to go to court, 15  prosecute it because he said I was stalking. 

16

All of this is because they are 

17  running a used car lot and it's not legal to run 18  a business out of your own home.  They are also 19  running a daycare center. 

20

In front of my house and some of the 

21  houses on the street, there are big grease 

22  stains.  When I look going through the 

23  neighborhood, I look at houses and I wouldn't 

24  want to buy a house with all those stains there, 25  but there is nothing I can do because the street 
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1  is free.  So, I have put cat litter down there.  2  I have let it -- you know how cat litter will get 3  up spots.  Is this my job?  It seems like you 

4  guys have to do it now.  It looks awful, but in 


5  the meantime, like I said, I was falsely 

6  prosecuted.  I am going through -- they said they 7  were going through mental stress from me because 8  I asked them to move their car, but they were 

9  deliberately moving the cars while I was out 

10  doing work.  So what I would have to do is put my 11  edger down, go get something to start pruning 

12  trees, do things I can do rather than keep 

13  edging, but I have been going through this for 

14  years. 

15

When they dismissed it -- they 

16  dismissed it, but on there it says I was causing 17  them mental distress.  How can I cause mental 

18  distress?  I am the one that got sick.  I came to 19  you guys on March 4.  On March 24, I was in the 

20  hospital in a coma from diabetes.  That's stress.  21  May 5th, I had surgery on my throat.  I am not 

22  causing any stress.  I am the one suffering.  I 23  feel like you guys didn't help me. 

24

MR. ELIJAH:  Next is Mr. John Cors 

25  of 5121 Germantown-Liberty Road, delinquent 
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1  taxes. 


2

MR. CORS:  Mr. Sims, you mentioned a 

3  couple months ago that the township is thirty-two 4  percent billing -- has a thirty-two percent 


5  delinquency rate.


6

MR. SIMS:  Might have.


7

THE WITNESS:  Why aren't we going 


8  after that money?


9

MR. SIMS:  Well, we was, but the 

10  treasurer said they are going after it now.  We 11  started going after it.  Was that right?

12

MR. BRADLEY:  We were sending out 

13  letters to the folks we had records of being 

14  delinquent in taxes.  We got correspondence from 15  the treasurer's office that that was their 

16  responsibility at the township.  Anyone who was 17  delinquent should call the treasurer's office to 18  make arrangements to have payment made.  That is 19  what was kind of causing the -- we refrained from 20  sending out those delinquency notices for the 

21  past year-and-a-half.

22

MR. CORS:  Here is the problem I 

23  have got:  The school district is putting in a 24  new levy on the vote next month.  Sixty-five 

25  percent of the taxes goes to the school system.  
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1  I am thinking if they had the delinquent taxes, 2  maybe they don't need the levy.  Why aren't we 

3  camping out on the treasurer's doorstep?  They 

4  have Mr. Blackshear, assistant treasurer, who is 5  responsible.  Why can't he do that?  We ought to 6  be going down to the county.  It's an election 

7  for county commissioner.  We should get him to do 8  something.  That is his job, his only job, as far 9  as I know. 

10

MR. RAMSEY:  You are absolutely 

11  right.  We have taken the stance that -- when I 12  first came here, we did -- we did send a letter 13  out to the delinquent taxpayers but we could not 14  enforce it.  Sort of write a mean letter, that 

15  would send them downtown to pay, you know, but I 16  feel that every dollar that is out there, the 

17  schools are getting sixty-five percent of it, 18  they should take some active -- some kind of 

19  action to recover that money, too.  It should not 20  be all put on us because we have tried.  We would 21  do it again.  We put pressure on Blackshear and 22  his people.

23

MR. CORS:  Maybe you need to jointly 

24  get together and go down to the office. 

25

MR. RAMSEY:  Maybe you're right.  
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1  Maybe you're right, John.


2

MS. JONES:  However, John, you do 

3  need to know there were several discussions with 

4  the school in regards to delinquent taxes.  We 

5  have had several meetings with the board and that 

6  has been an issue that has been on the table.  

7  It's not like there has not been any conversation 


8  about it at all. 


9

MR. CORS:  Well, we need progress. 

10

MS. JONES:  I agree. 

11

MR. BRADLEY:  Next is Jean McGuire, 

12  7652 Dayton-Liberty Road, zoning inspector's 

13  records, et cetera.

14

MS. McGUIRE:  First, I am looking at 

15  the trustee meeting.  I see the second note here 16  is approval of minutes for the meetings held on 17  September 10th, 16th, and 23rd.  Was the public 18  aware?  We were told there would be no meeting in 19  September because you were having -- you were 

20  going to a general conference or convention.

21

MS. JONES:  Uh-huh.

22

MS. McGUIRE:  What is this?

23

MS. JONES:  All meetings, we give a 

24  public notice in the newspaper.  I can't recall 25  which meetings those were.
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1

MS. McGUIRE:  But my suggestion is, 


2  when you do have a convention, I think you can 

3  have another meeting for the public without us 

4  having to go to the newspaper.  I mean, that is 5  legal if you post it, but then down here, the 

6  next scheduled meeting is December 2, 2003.  No 


7  meeting in November. 


8

I know there is an election and I am 


9  pleased to see there is a report of various 

10  departments and specifically zoning, but I do 11  feel this young lady back here has really been 12  deserted.  I think there should be an all-out 13  effort of the trustees with citizens' help that 14  she be relieved of this burden. 

15

The last thing, this is the second 

16  notice that I have had in my mailbox.  I thought 17  that putting political material in a mailbox was 18  not what is to be done.

19

MR. ELIJAH:  That is correct. 

20

MS. McGUIRE:  This is the second 

21  notice.

22

MS. JONES:  I received several, too, 

23  in my mailbox, not just this one.  I have 

24  received several.

25

MS. McGUIRE:  It would be nice if 
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1  your campaign would or any other people running, 


2  I would appreciate it -- 


3

MR. ELIJAH:  I appreciate you 


4  bringing it to my attention because the 


5  instructions for the people that have been 

6  helping me has been to either -- if they have got 

7  like one of those doorknobs that they can like 


8  roll it, put it on the doorknob.


9

MS. McGUIRE:  I have a flag.  It's 

10  always in my mailbox.  That's all.

11

MR. BRADLEY:  The last speaker is 

12  Ms. Beverly Moore of 4901 Coulson Drive, trustee 13  meetings, cancellations.  Could they be 

14  rescheduled for another day during the month when 15  the original meeting is canceled. 

16

MS. MOORE:  She had addressed that 

17  but that is -- when I saw that one, I thought I 18  would make the September meeting.  I found out it 19  was canceled.  Then I read there will not be 

20  another one until December.  I was saying that 

21  I've noticed throughout the last several months 22  when a meeting is canceled, not one is 

23  rescheduled.  Given there is only one meeting per 24  month, it seems like if there is a reason for a 25  meeting to be canceled, there should be another 
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1  scheduled meeting so people can kind of start -- 2  a month is a long time not to go -- to go without 3  information.  Go two months, skip a meeting, it 

4  is not rescheduled.  It would be helpful for us.


5

MS. JONES:  There were several 

6  meetings in September.  The regular first Tuesday 


7  meeting was scheduled.  Then what happened, 

8  really, what has to be done, you have to give 

9  twenty-four hour notice, post it in the newspaper 

10  that there is a meeting held.  There was one on 11  September 10th, 16th, and the 23rd.  There were 12  three meetings in September, but the first 

13  meeting of the month was canceled.

14

MS. MOORE:  Since everybody does not 

15  get the newspaper, there should be better 

16  communication within the township so people can 17  find out what is going on because there are too 18  many people unaware of lots of things going on 

19  because we have to go to the newspaper or someone 20  has to get it from the cable station or --

21

MS. JONES:  The website.

22

MS. MOORE:  -- word of mouth and 

23  then it's too late.

24

MS. JONES:  You have the newspaper.  

25  You have 13 when it's going right.  Then you also 
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1  have the website.  In the last couple of years, 2  we have had three additional resources that we 

3  did not ever have before.  I understand that 

4  everybody does not have a computer or may not 5  know that, but it's in the newspaper.  I don't 6  know what other things we can do other than 

7  personally calling everybody that ever attended a 

8  meeting or post it and then people coming to 

9  sites.  If there are additional ideas, it would 

10  be helpful to tell Mr. Bradley. 

11               UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  Real quick, I 12  think she was saying if you know something is 

13  coming up, a meeting will be canceled, maybe it 14  could be an alternative -- when the meeting is 15  rescheduled, when we do have a meeting, we 

16  already know ahead of time pass on the word that 17  the meeting is rescheduled.

18               MS. JONES:  Even word of mouth, you 19  will have somebody who missed it.  If you have 20  any other suggestions other than the three 

21  avenues we do use, Mr. Bradley, you can give him 22  a call, we can look at some additional things. 23               MR. RAMSEY:  When we have a special 24  meeting, if you desire, get with Mr. Bradley, 

25  give him your name, he will contact you when we 
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1  have a special meeting.  Is that right?


2

MR. BRADLEY:  Yes.  Our process is, 


3  provide me a letter indicating you want to be 

4  given notice of special meetings.  If the time 

5  permits, then I will put a notice in the mail. 6

MS. McGUIRE:  Do you see a meeting 

7  in December?  Certainly you can tell us now.  I 

8  mean, the next scheduled meeting is election day, 9  but could you not have foreseen that you could 

10  schedule it for another day in November?  We are 11  sitting here now.  I look at Channel 13.  I've 12  never seen a meeting schedule.  

13

MS. JONES:  Next is adjournment.  

14  May we have a motion on the table? 

15

MS. McGUIRE:  Nothing like being cut 

16  off.

17

MS. JONES:  I thought you were 

18  making a statement.  Didn't sound like a 

19  question.

20

MS. JOUETT:  The newsletter, the 

21  last newsletter I remember was last year in 

22  September when you started going to one meeting a 23  month.  I don't remember getting any newsletter 24  from them.
Do you know what I am saying?  Told 

25  us when they were going to pick up leaves, a 
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1  certain time in October to a certain time.  You 

2  used to kind of keep us informed with those.  You 


3  don't do those anymore.


4

MS. JONES:  We are not doing a 


5  newsletter anymore.


6

MR. BRADLEY:  We have been doing 


7  them.  The next one goes out next Friday.


8

MS. JONES:  It has been the same.


9

MS. JOUETT:  We were hoping for a 

10  meeting in November.

11

MS. JONES:  There is a motion on the 

12  table to adjourn. 

13

MR. RAMSEY:  Seconded.

14

MR. ELIJAH:  The motion has been 

15  moved and seconded.  All in favor say aye.

16

MS. JONES:  Aye.

17

MR. RAMSEY:  Aye.

18

MR. SIMS:  Aye.

19

(Thereupon, the meeting was 

20  concluded at 6:31 o'clock p.m.)
