I would like to report the balance as of January 31, 2008 as $652,488.11 with all funds being in the positive.  The end of the year closed at $684.281.00 with the general fund closing at $8,621.41. It has been an experience working with the Jefferson Township Trustees, the workers and everyone that has been in the office.  I would as like to say that you can not expect people to do things if they do not have the appropriate money to work with.  This job as Fiscal Officer can put a lot of strain on a person to pay bills with no money.  At times you have to decide whether you will pay the payroll or a vendor.  I have always decided to pay payroll.  A word of advise; if you have a problem with someone at Jefferson Township, keep it in house, do not go downtown and feed it to the press.  Stop throwing mud and help the Trustees and Fiscal Officer to move forward.

Departmental Reports

William Johnson, Dir. Of Econ. Development & Operations: W. Johnson
· There will be a meeting on March 14, 2008 @ 8:30am for all of the Jefferson Twp. businesses to discuss any problems they may have and to introduce them to the Montg. County’s BusinessFirst program and County Corp. The BusinessFirst program is a retention and expansion program for businesses. Since 85% of the jobs are created in this country are created by small businesses, we want to support them, find out what their needs are, and assist them if possible.  
· Met with the City of Dayton to resolve some of the issues residents are having with waste collection.  We still have not received the accounting for the first year of the program.

· I am preparing to advertise bids for demolition for 13 structures that are located in Jefferson Township.

· The Township has a new Janitorial Services at $6,754 per year, a savings of $7,000 to the Township.

· I am working with Trotwood Ohio on a joint venture to demo 3 commercial buildings along W. Third Street.

· Construction has begun on straightening the Intersection at Infirmary Rd. and Derby Rd.  The road is still open, there are no detours as of yet, but there will be in the future.  The expected completion date will be June 14, 2008.

· We are also reviewing the rules and regulations for the Lower Miami Cemetery.  We will have this completed by April’s Trustee Meeting.

· On March 6, 2008 I convened the Tax Incentive Committee Meeting to discuss tax abatement issues.
Road Department: Craig Howell 

· Snow and Ice removal as needed.
· Used 170 Tons of salt.

· Provided opening and closing of two burials at Lower Miami Cemetery.

Bill Johnson read a card written by a Jefferson Township bus driver commending Craig Howell on the good work he is doing, and the Board of Trustees expressed appreciation also.

Trustee Sims ask what could be done about the faded signs, when can we expect them to be installed.  Mr. Howell said that they are still working on them as time permits.  Once the spring comes, more signs will be installed.

Trustee McGuire received a complaint about the no truck sign posted on Frytown Rd.  They are complaining that Raush Co trucks are traveling on this road.  Who is in charge on posting this sign?  Mr. Howell will check into it and advice.

Trustees Report:

Trustee McGuire: My report also concerns the passing of the Levy.  We only lost the Levy vote by 261 votes.  We just need to concentrate of those areas that are still having trouble seeing the importance that this levy passes.  I would like to thank Brice Sims for putting most of the signs out and Bill Johnson for speaking with the Business Community and collecting donations.  I would also like to thank Carl Moyler for helping me get the Town Hall meeting scheduled. Thanks to everyone who helped. 
Trustee Sims:  What we have to do is go house to house and explain the Levy, because there are a lot of people who do not understand.
Trustee Jones:  I want to talk about the Levy that did not pass.  There was a Town Hall meeting put together, letters sent out to all residents, and over 200 signs posted throughout the Township.  Again, I just want to say that in order for this Township to run, we have to have operating money.  What we need to do is put aside our differences, come together and move forward. We are going to put the Levy back on the ballot again, but in the meantime, we have to figure out what more we can do to cut back and maintain.  We have already cut down to the bare minimal, it is very important that the Levy passes.
Citizen’s comments:
John C. I want to express my appreciation for the hard work that the Road Department does in the community.  I also want to say that the Levy presentation did not get a clear point across to explain how important this Levy is.
Carl Moyler: I believe the Levy did not pass because there were too many issues going on at the same time, one being the Trash collection. Trustee Jones: We really do not want to focus on anything negative at this time; we need to concentrate on moving forward and passing the Levy in November.  If anyone would like to speak with us on a one on one basis, please leave your request with us tonight or call the office to schedule a meeting.  

Roberta Rucker: I do not know what can be done to change the way people think in this community, a lot of people simply do not understand how important this Levy is.
With no more citizen comments, a motion to adjourn to executive session was requested by Trustee Jones.  Trustees went into executive session.
