Trustees Report:

Trustee McGuire: I am planning a Town Hall Meeting on April 24, 2008 for the Mortgage crisis that Montgomery County Citizens are facing.  Flyers are available, please take some. I am in the process of working on a post office and mailing delivering problem.  I have been sitting in on a few staff meeting, and they are going will. I am working on correcting some of the PSAs on the access channel.  I am in the last few stages of designing the Trustee’s new stationary. I went to a fundraiser and spoke with Joey Williams, who clarified that Dayton is not interested in encouraging Jefferson Twp. residents to annex to Dayton.  The Trustees had a meeting with the school board on March 27, 2008 I also attended the First Suburbs meeting in Vandalia on March 26, where they discussed the mortgage foreclosure crisis.  I also attended a Unity Coalition meeting and they have been granted a tax exempt status; they have also drafted a memorandum of understanding between the Board of Trustees and themselves, which I will forward to Doug Trout.  We had a meeting with the First Neighborhood Environmental Committee, which was established in connection with the Perma-Fix lawsuit, this organization will help monitor the omissions from Clean Water.  This group also has funds set aside from Clean Water to make sure that Clean Water adheres to the environmental regulations.  Craig, I already took care of the “No Truck Route” signs.  We also have a problem with a blocked alley off of Longbourne St.  There have been reports of people stealing materials from vacant homes, so if you see any suspicious activity, please take down the license plates and call the Sheriffs Dept.  The Optimist Group will have a meeting on July 11, 12, and 13, 2008.  I want to encourage citizens to get involved with the Water Authority.
Trustee Sims:  I would like to thank the Sheriff’s Dept. for doing a good job with helping to keep the basketball rims out of the streets.  Also Craig is doing a good job putting up signs, they look nice.
Trustee Jones: I would like to continue to share that we have vacancies on the BZA and Zoning Commissions.  I encourage the citizens to get involved with these important boards.  I noticed in the newspaper that there are going to be some elections held for the Water Board Authority on April 21, 2008, if you are interested please call JRWA. 
Citizen’s comments:
Rose Spivey:   I want to express my concern about Resolution 06-14 concerning the removal of items from the grave sites after 7 days.  I do not think this fair, and I would like to request that this Resolution be amended or another one adopted. This Resolution does not address some important facts such as holidays, what will be removed and so on.
Cookie Taylor: The Great American Clean-up for 2008 has begun from the Month of April 1, 2008 thru the end of May.  If you need assistance with cleaning up your property please call me at 268-0583.  Even though the Clean-up ends in May, it doesn’t have to stop there please continue to call so that we can keep our community clean.  Citizens call also call the office and we will pass on the information to you.  We will also contact the Sheriff’s Dept. and let them know, and we will add an announcement to the access channel for volunteers.
Willa Brouston: I have gone though some of the trash bags that were dump along some of the areas that you mention. I also would like you to know that I have copies of a revised Memorandum of Understanding draft for your review.
Mary Johnson: I am concerned about the Grinder operations that are going to take place on Steve Rauch’s property which is located in the City of Dayton, but directly across from the Township. 
Rosie Dell: I am also concerned about the landfill and the dumping that is going on there.
