I want to start attending the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission meeting; however we haven’t been attending because we owe back membership fees for 2 years, totaling $3,000.00. So we have to come up with $4,500.00; which includes this year’s fee, before I can start attending the meetings.  
Trustee Sims:  On Liscum Ave., there are large potholes.  Ericson Ave., there is a house that needs to be cleaned. I’m on the sanitary committee and we will be having a meeting this month.  I am very concerned
