Departmental Reports

Dir. Of Econ. Development & Operations: W. Johnson
· A demolition contract has been signed for the first batch of properties. 

· Three commercial properties are ready to come down. The building located at W. Third and Chain, the old battery building on W. Third and 14 Northampton.
· Dan Wilkerson is going to purchase three additional properties on W. Third Street. So his property will run from the Carry-out at Infirmary Rd. down to Oberlin.  He also wants to purchase a building across the street from Dee’s furniture.
· I had one inquiry this month from a company that makes a green product, looking to purchase an 11,000 sq foot building with a loading dock, preferably on 2 acres.  The have their investors and funding in place; however I can not find a building in the Township. 
· I am working with a consultant on a strategy to pass the general fund levy.  We have attempt twice to pass the levy and it has failed both times. 

· Jefferson Township employees completed a Drug Free training program. This will help reduce the BWC rates and it is something we have to do each year.
· Over 200 properties have been cited for high grass and trash. Approximately 60% of property owners have complied with the citation and taken care of the lawns. We have hired a contactor to take care of the remaining properties.

· I issued 3 zoning permits in July; 2 pole barns and 1 fence.

Road Department: Craig Howell 

· Mowing of the Town Hall, Fire Station and Graveyards
· Mowing of all Township roads and unattended fronts.

· Cutting of overgrown brushes and bushes on Township roads.

· The Vinal job – A Miller Valentine Rep agreed to tie in the sump pump on Vinal and Jonquil.

· The Bricker plat neighborhood was heavily attended to.
· 86 GMC dump truck was picked up on July 16.
· Pothole patching on some of the Township roads.
· Picked up illegal dumping on Forney Rd and Olt Rd.

· 7/9/08
Placed a ‘Dip and Object’ sign on Germantown Liberty by Stacy Rd. & Germantown Liberty by Dayton Farmersville

· 7/23/08 Replaced (6) 25 mph speed signs on Maeder, Lawncrest, Taft, Lansdown, Davenport and Chain Ave.
I have two questions for the Trustees.  Will Resolution 08-34 conflict with the park reservation on Strand; what part will the Road Dept need to play in these activities?
Trustee Jones stated that there is not a conflict because each person is specifically asking to use different areas.  The sheriff’s department will handle blocking off the roads and hanging signs, so there is nothing for the Road Dept to do.  The board will stand behind the resolutions that were passed.

Mr. Johnson – The sheriff will not be here tonight, he expressed that the crime in the Township is down from last month; there were no any major issues going on at this time.

Trustee Jones: We have had complaints about the street construction, but in the long run, our streets are getting repaired and paved.  Also, I am happy with the changes going on in the Zoning department, as far as trying to get the properties cleaned up.
